Dismissal Remindersð 

  We need your help! 
As background information to this short 

article, you should know that our student 

numbers have increased from last yearõs 

200 students to this yearõs 280 scholars. 

That increase in numbers can lead to some 

confusion at the end of the day when par-

ents and guardians converge on the school 

to pick up children or request early dis-

missal for legitimate reasons. To assure the 

safety of our young  ones and to protect 

the quality of learning time, please adhere 

to the following:  

If you need to have your child released early 

(for a dental appointment or some other valid 

reason), please inform the school by a note on 

that day or by a phone call before 3:25 p.m.  

Students otherwise will not be released until dis-

missal time at 4:30. Please do not ask to take a 

child out of school between 4:00 and 4:30 

unless already cleared as noted above. 

At 4:45, scholars who are pick-ups will be 

brought down to the cafeteria. If you prefer 

NOT to have to climb the stairs to your childõs 

HR to pick him/her up, wait to come for your 

child until 4:45 OR wait for your child in the 

cafeteria. No matter where you pick up your 

child, you will need to sign him/her out.  

If you wish to speak with your childõs teacher, 

then come at 4:30 and pick up your scholar in 

his/her Homeroom.
